This has been a major initiative of Eureka Australia and details about accessing the App - which is a walk thorough specific locations in the Melbourne CBD with relevant sites important to the post Eureka, pre- democratic government period from 1855 to 1856 in Victoria, and will be available on your Android or Apple phone, will be provided in the upcoming edition of Liberty.
